Do you read your Bible'l Do 1'ou spend time alone rvith God in secret
bathing yourself in God's rn'ord'?

Let's be honest. It's like any habit. Eating healthy. Exercising. The
benefits are huge, but sometimes, \r,e're just too busy. Too tired.
Certain scriptures just don't make sense. But, just like any healthy
habit" r.l,e find once we begin to make tirne fbr it, it becomes easier.
and then necessary.

T'oda1,'I r.vant to focus on two very important scriptures. Tlre first, 2

T'irnothy' 3: 1 6- 1 7 tells us, "AIl scripture is inspired by God and
is usetul fbr teaching. for reproof. for correction. and for tlaining in
righteousness. " so that the person of God may be proficient, equ ipped
for every good work."
This tells us something irnporlant. Every word of scripture is inspired
by God, or, in the Greek, "God-breathed". When rve spend time
reading God's rvord, it teaches us, corrects us, and trains us to be more
capable of doing God's good work.

The second scripture is frorn Hebrerns 1:12 andtelis us, "Tndeed, the
u,ord of God is living and actiye and sharper than any tivo-edgecl
sword. piercing until it divides soul from spirit. joints from marrow: it
is able to judge the thoughts and intentions of the heart."
This verse teltrs us that the scripture is a living word. What does that
mean? It means whatever circumstance you're facing in your life.
reading the scripture will speak to it. When we bathe ourselves in
God's u.'ord, it rnakes ollr ow:r thoughts and intentions knou,n to us

and makes us better abie to be God's peopie.

This year is the 1'ear of the Bible. I lvill be preaching through scripture
from beginning to end, and I will be inviting you to read tluough the
Bible rvith me. Every month, I r,vill post new readings in the
ner,vsletter. But here is the important part: don't let perfect be the
enem!' of the good! Maybe you miss a few rveeks. Maybe yoLr decide
to skip a section that just isn't speaking to you. That is okayl Just do
rvirat vou can. read n'hat y'or.r can. and keep moving fbnvard! I will
post occasional YouTube videos talking about sorne trickier parts of
the scripture, but otherrvise. this is a personal journey betlveen -vou and
God.

We all rnake New Year's resolutions. but this year, Iet your resohiticn
matter. I invite you to open,vour Bible.
